Strategy LUT-10.1 c:  Outdoor Common Areas: Encourage well-designed and landscaped outdoor common 

areas for eating, relaxing, or recreation for new projects, and if feasible, when buildings 

are remodeled or expanded. When possible, the common outdoor areas should adjoin 

natural features. 

Strategy LUT-11.1d:  Bicycle and Pedestrian Connections in Development: Encourage new or redeveloping 

projects to provide logical bicycle and pedestrian connections on site, between parking 

areas, buildings, and street sidewalks and to existing or planned public right-of-way 

facilities and encourage pedestrian passages between street-front sidewalks and rear-lot 

parking areas. Ensure that the bicycle and pedestrian connections interface safely. 

Strategy LUT-12.1c:  Parking Lot Design: Design parking lots to minimize impacts on the street system by 

providing adequate sized driveways, sufficient queuing and efficient circulation. 

While the project site is not subject to an area plan (i.e. San Tomas Area Neighborhood Plan) the 

project is subject to the City’s Design Guidelines for Low-Medium Density Residential Projects  

as well as the considerations in review of Site and Architectural Review Permit applications 

(CMC 21.42.040).  

 

Site Layout: The site has been designed such that a single driveway taking access from W. 

Rincon Avenue serves all nine detached single-family homes. The home abutting W. Rincon 

Avenue has been oriented towards the street and situated with a similar setback (14.5-feet to 

front entry vs. 15-feet) as the subdivision to the west. Guest parking is dispersed throughout the 

project, with the bulk of the spaces being located at the center of the project adjacent to a fire 

truck turnaround. While most of the units will be three-story (northerly 8-units), the applicant has 

proposed a two-story unit along the south property line to be sensitive to adjoining single-family 

land uses in that area and to be responsive to comments expressed by staff.

In consideration of the site layout, the developer’s desire to build detached single-family 

residences presents several unique design challenges for the site. Most notably, by detaching 

each unit, 25-feet is effectively ‘lost’ between the north and south property line in order to 

provide 5-feet of separation between the units as well as a path of travel to front doors located on 

the sides of interior units. If some or all the units were attached, this area could be used to 

provide additional floor area on lower levels (approximately 200-feet a unit) and reduce the size 

of the third floor. By attaching units, the project could also add additional parking, increase open 

space, provide additional separation between buildings, and ensure more functional guest
