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IV. MISCELLANEOUS

A. Planning Staff Updates: The filing deadline for applications for the vacant Assistant
Planner position was October 22, 2021. Oral Board interviews will be scheduled, and it
is hoped that the position will be filled by January.

The filing deadline for applications for the vacant Associate Planner position is
November 24, 2021. Oral Board interviews will be scheduled, and it is hoped that the
position will be filled by January.

Note that at present time, Planning will continue to function with two planners with two
to three current vacancies in the Department (Planning Technician, Associate Planner
and Assistant Planner) due to voluntary departures. These positions left vacant during
COVID have not yet been refilled. Workflow will be impacted until such time that staffing
is replenished and trained.
